JULY 2008 
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 One of the remarkable qualities of the choir of St. 
Mary of the Hills is its ability to adapt.  The choir 
has evolved over the past 20-some years from a rag-
tag group of about six or eight to a well-balanced 
army of around 25, when all are in attendance.  The 
primary thing we tried to learn to do in the very be-
ginning was to sing in tune, in balance (SATB), 
with expression and musicality, with clear diction, 
and with a unified choral sound with no single voice 
sticking out of the texture.  We worked arduously to 
listen to one another and to try and do justice to the 
great music that we attempted to sing.  These guid-
ing concepts have remained central to the choir's 
efforts, and one of the welcome benefits of them is 
the choir's ability to adapt to whatever surprising 
dispensation of parts may appear at a given liturgy.   
 This adaptability of the choir will be tested in the 
immediate future as we say farewell to two cher-
ished singers, Jan and Perry Mixter, alto and tenor, 
respectively.  The Mixters have made a tremendous 
contribution (all positive!) to the choir during their 
time with us.  Aside from their fine singing and mu-
sicianship, they have helped us to corporately “up 
the bar” concerning our level of choral performance 
and attention to detail.  Perry has tried--with limited 
success, I fear--to whip us into some sort of organ-
ized state concerning the use of folders, the orderly 
learning of music, the giving notice of upcoming 
absences, etc.  We have made some progress, but 
we are a difficult and unwieldy bunch at times.  Jan 
has given us the gift of finding capable and sensitive 
instrumentalists to play for some of our larger cho-
ral/orchestral works, she herself among them at 
times.  This is no small task, as good players are a 
very scarce commodity.  We remain confident that 
the Mixters have made merely an “official” depar-
ture from the High Country. Look for them at even-
songs and feast days, as your choirmaster will re-
lentlessly pursue them, even to the far reaches of 
Spartanburg!                                             
 Remember to keep fourth Sunday evensong on 
your calendars through October.  This uniquely An-
glican liturgy is a beautiful and contemplative way 
to spend 45 minutes on a Sunday afternoon.  Even-
song is sung in the nave at 5.00 pm.

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UTO GRANT TO HOSPITALITY HOUSE 
(From Marg McKinney) 
 In January, a long-shot was taken and St. Mary’s 
helped win a big one...a $29,200 grant from the United 
Thank Offering to equip the kitchen in the new Hospi-
tality House facility!  
 St. Mary’s sponsored a proposal to UTO to help 
Hospitality House, and we got the grant. When Lynn 
Coulthard left for India, she gave me a handful of bro- 
chures about UTO and said that they might be inter-
ested in helping Hospitality House with their new fa-
cilities. The projects that had received grants for the 
past year were impressive, but we had an idea that ours 
was impressive, too.  
 Lynn Mason, the director at Hospitality House, and 
I talked about writing a proposal to UTO. But, what to 
ask for? A kitchen! With St. Mary’s long involvement 
in the Bread of Life Program, helping to fund the 
kitchen in the new facility was a natural. Since that 
program began (a team from St. Mary’s was the first to 
provide meals), it has grown to include a hot lunch pre-
pared on site as well as food brought in from groups 
like ours. 
 Earlier, Bill Parker had been instrumental in getting 
a grant from our diocese to help fund the planning 
process for the new HH facility. The information gath-
ered for that proposal served as the basis for the UTO 
proposal, so we were off and running. I contacted the 
priests and outreach committees from other parishes in 
Watauga County as well as those from St. Mary’s and 
got supporting letters. Lynn wrote the proposal, and I 
stayed in touch with the UTO folks in our diocese to 
make sure we did everything in order.  
 We had to submit the proposal to the diocese, where 
it was evaluated and ranked. From the bishop’s office, 
two proposals were sent to the national office. We 
heard nothing. Then news came that of 70 domestic 
grants submitted to UTO, we were one of them! “The 
award is to purchase essential kitchen appliances, in-
cluding a commercial 10-burner range with convection 
ovens, hood, 4-foot serving line with steam wells, and 
an under-the-counter commercial dishwasher for a new 
Bread of Life Community Soup Kitchen, which in ad-
dition to serving all individuals and families in need of 
a meal, trains homeless individuals for employment in 
the food service industry, a major source of employ-
ment in the area.” (UTO program officer is Elizabeth 
Hacking) 
 
SECOND HARVEST

 During the month of May, volunteers from St Mary 
of the Hills Episcopal Church delivered 2,300 pounds 
of salvage food from the Blowing Rock Food Lion to  
Hospitality House.

STEWARDSHIP 
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HOW WOULD JC DRIVE? 
(From Ken McKinney) 
 Jimmy Carter (JC) instituted a nation-wide speed 
limit of 55 mph on national highways during the petro-
leum crisis of the early 1970s. That unpopular mandate 
has been rescinded except in a very few states, but 
slowing down is worth re-examining. High speeds re-
quire higher fuel consumption than do lower speeds. 
The Union of Concerned Scientists has calculated sav-
ings for slowing down on the road. Dropping from 70 
to 60 mph uses on average 17% less fuel. Dropping 
from 75 to 55 mph cuts fuel use by 31% per mile. On a 
500 mile trip, slowing down from 70 to 60 mph would 
add only about 50 minutes.  
 Slowing down would decrease speedy drivers’ 
“carbon footprint” substantially. The immediate benefit 
would be money in the pocket. At $4 per gallon, drop-
ping from 70 to 60 mph would be like paying only 
about $3.30 per gallon, and a drop from 75 to 55 mph 
would be like paying only $2.80 for open-road gas. 
 What about other ways to spew less carbon? 1) Be 
sure that tires have good tread and are properly inflated, 
which is a safety as well as a fuel-efficiency issue. 2) 
Have clean oil and gas filters. 3) Keep junk cleaned out 
of the vehicle; extra weight = extra energy to move it 
around. 
 
A NOTE FROM LYNN COULTHARD 
Dear Editor: 
 I find it amusing, but also discouraging that we are 
still in the START box when it comes to using cloth 
bags to haul our groceries and whatever else we buy 
home.  
 Here in India, cloth bags rule.  You are really ex-
pected to supply your own bag.  If I should forget my 
bag, then my pocket book becomes my bag.  Everyone 
has at least one and most have two or more bags.  Some 
of the bags are made from other bags that were used for 
something else.  Some people make their living sewing 
up these bags for shoppers.  When you buy veggies and 
fruits and eggs from the market or nails and screws 
from the hardware, used newspapers, which are folded 
into bags (also someone’s livelihood) carry your goods.  
Yes, there is plastic here, but nothing like you see in 
other parts of the world.   
 Are you thinking it’s too much trouble to carry a 
cloth bag around in your car? Come to India, and you 
can see most people hauling their groceries home in 
several bags dangling from the handlebars of their 
bikes or secured on the baggage carrier over the rear 
wheel, or maybe they are walking with the bags bal-
anced on top of their heads, or riding in a rickshaw with 
the bags sitting on their feet.  However they are getting 
home, they’ve got their cloth bags in tow. So come on 

America, we can do this simple thing for our Mother. 
Can’t we?
